Adopt Policy |
On Fencing

On motion of Supervisor Ken-
neth Hahn, the board of super-
visors has adopted a new policy
on the fencing of flood control
channels, which will make pos-
sible the fencing of large
reaches of Dominguez channel,
it was announced this week.

“If adoption of this new
policy and fencing of the chan-
nel prevents the death of one
child, it will certainly be worth-
while,” Supervisor Hahn de-
clared in urging adoption of the
new policy.

Five conditions must be met
to permit the erection of pro-
tective fencing along channels.

1. Existing of an attractive
nuisance which may present a
hazard to life.

2. Flood control district
performed some channel work
in the past which has changed
former natural stream condi-
tions.

3. Flood control
the right of way.
