A check with the Better Busi­ 
ness Bureau revealed the fol­ 
lowing information regarding 
carrying charges and refunds.

"W« are reliably Informed 
that the court* have naid that 
one may set any price he sees 
fit on his property or labor 
and refuse to accode to any 
other price," Robert L. Galley, 
HMfttatant general manager, 
stated.
"He may offer his property 

or labor at one price for cash, 
or at, a much higher price if 
credit is given, ati.J the differ­ 
ence between the two prices is 
not usury, however', great the 
difference, as long as it is a 
bona fide transaction an not 
merely a disguise to hide an 
actual loan," he continued. 

Automobile* Exception
"Except in the case of condi­ 

tional Bales contracts on motor 
vehicles, there is no law in the 
State of California limiting the 
time price differential (which 
is sometimes called a carrying 
charge or finance charge)," he 
went on.

There is no law, either, which 
requires a refund of any part 
of the time price differential in 
case the money is paJd off be­ 
fore the end of the contract, ex­ 
cept for automobiles, he said. 

What individuals frequently 
speak of as "Interest rharjfes" 
are actually and legally railed 
a "time price differential" or 
carrying charge.
Only in the case of condition­ 

al sales contracts on automo­ 
biles is there a State law gov­ 
erning the maximum rates 
which can be charged (one per 
cent per month or a fraction 
thereof).

Since there is no law limiting 
the amount that can be charged 
as a finance or carrying charge 
on other items, Galley went on 
to say, the customer must take 
the precaution to determine 
what the charge will be, see that 
it is understood and written in
