Perhaps the dojj lovers of Tor­ 
rance think I'm an old chow but 
I am also fond of dogs or anyj 
other animals, however, I am 
also fond of human beings and 
their physical well being.

I had a dog which I loved very 
dearly, and it was also a terrible 
sacrifice for my little boy when 
I gave him up out of considera­ 
tion for my neighbors. I also 
had to lose $125 f had invested 
in him but. I could not keep him 
tied up (a large boxer) and 1 
wouldn't think of subjecting my 
neighbors to his poor manners.

People always want the other 
person to make the sacrifices 
and they do not have any con­ 
sideration for anyone. I work 
very hard despite ill health to 
keep an attractive clean yard 
not. only for myself, but in con­ 
sideration of the neighbors who 
live around me.

It is not the animals but 
the owners of thorn, which has| 
caused people to dislike their 
pets. It's the fact they all want 
dogs but only if they can turn 
them loose to do their business 
in other people's yards. They 
don't want to clean up after 
them and they have the pleasure 
of having the animals.

Why should the rest of us 
have to suffer and pay for their 
enjoyment? When is our fair 
city going to enforce the laws 
it passes? When are the dog 
catchers going to start earning 
their pay? I'm thoroughly dis­ 
gusted.

San Pedro 
Hospital 
Drive Asked

Th« newly chartered Harbor 
Oiteopathlc hovspital corp.. to­ 
day proposed to the San Pedro 
Community Hospital corpora­ 
tion that the two groups con­ 
duct a United Hospital fund 
drive to make certain that ade­ 
quate funds are raised to build 
a community hospital to re­ 
place old San Pedro Hospital 
buildings recently condemned 
as xinsafe.

The new non-profit corpora­ 
tion represents 50 Osteopathic 
physicians and surgeons in thr 
Harbor-South Bay area, said Dr. 
Bryce Pizey, secretary.

In a conference with the San 
Pedro Hospital Fund drive com- 
mHte« composed of Pascal Dil­ 
day, Dr. Jesse Bloch and Bill 
Bullock, Dr. Pizey said the Oste­ 
opathic group wants to "whole­ 
heartedly share In the drive" to 
complete a commuity hospital 
for all people of the area.

The formal communication 
presented to the committee 
headed by Dilday suggested that 
upon successful completion of 
the fund campaign either osteo- 
pathic patient* be assigned a 
proportionate percentage of bed 
space in the new hospital and 
be represented on all governing 
hospital boards, or that a pro­ 
portionate percentage of funds 
raised by public subscription 
and slate and federal funds be 
assigned to build a hospital for 
area patients of osteophatic 
physicians.

The building" fund committee 
headed by Dilday has reported 
it plans an early campaign to 
rala« a minimum of $300,000 to 
put with state and federal funds 
they hope to obtain In order to 
build a new 140-bed hospital.
