DISTRICT OPERATES AT 
LOW COST PER PUPIL

The Torrance Unified School district has been operat­ 
ing at the most economical cost per pupil of any of the 
30 larger unified districts in the state for a number of 
years, according to the office of school superintendent. For example, in 1954-55, the*————————————————————
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per pupil cost of these 30 dis­ 
tricts varied from $253.06 to 
$381.87 per pupil. The average 
was $325.51, but Torrance's 
cost was $253.06 per pupil.

In 1955-56 the cost per pupil 
varied from $266.45 to $397.37. 
The average cost was $336.88; 
Torrance's per pupil cost was 
$266.45.

In 1956-57 the amount budg­ 
eted for these districts varied 
from $304.59 to $424.85 per

Francisco, Los Angeles, Bur- 
bank, Montefoello, Alhambra, 
Stockton, Pasadena, Riverside, 
and other selected districts 
which are either unified city 
districts or governed by a sin­ 
gle governing board.

These figures were taken 
from the 1957 report of the 
California Taxpayer* assoc. 
Torrance school costs will stlU 
be In the lower 10 per cent of 
school cost throughout the 
state, according to school of­ 
ficials.
