The countercharges were is 
sued by Chamber President A. 
E. Thompson in reply to those 
hurled, at a recent Lomita meet­ 
ing, by -Tack Horner. retained 
by proponents of incorporation 
of that area.

"The Torrance Chamber of 
Commerce has been publicly on 
record for many months against 
any Attempt by Torrance to an­ 
nex Lomita, and we are just as 
strongly resolved not to Inter­ 
fere in Lomtta politics! ! ", 
Thompson said The Chamber 
leader added "Whether to incor­ 
porate or not, is squarely tip to 
the resident* of Lomita and we 
have positively no desire to be­ 
come Involved In the issue." 

Thompson «»id his group, In

cooperation with the Redondo 
Beach Chamber of Commerce 
called the luncheon meeting, set 
for Tuesday, October 1 at the 
Redondo Beach Elks Club, only 
after much expression of unrest 
among City and Chamber of­ 
ficials of South Bay cities for 
the past year and one-half.

South Bay officials believr 
that the Lakewood Plan, which 
provides county-furnished ser­ 
vices to cities on a contract 
basts, is not "paying Its way" 
and that cities such as Redondo 
Beach, Manhattan Beach.

"This does not contra­ 
dict the use of the vaccine, but 
the family doctor will decide 
when it should be used." 

Day to Day Care
Dr. Kogan said that the im­ 

portant thing is that we adhere 
to day to day attention to health 
as this can never be substituted 
by reactions similar to panic. 
The common-sense thing to do 
in the event of illness of this 
or any other type, is to call your 
family physican, who is best 
able to evaluate and treat not 
only individual cases of illness, 
but also to evaluate best those 
people who may receive^the in­ 
fluenza vaccine when it is avail­ 
able.
