Live television will move out 
to sea with an atomic sub- 
marine for the first time, Sun­ 
day, December 8 when "W i d e 
Wide World" surveys the 
scientific race between the 
United States «nd the Soviet

The program will Introduce 
L u i s Alvarez, Glenn T. Sea- 
borg, Ernest Lawrence and 
other loading American scien­ 
tists and will look in at. centers 
of education and research both 
in this country and in Russia.

"We won't try to teach a 
science lesson." says John 
Goetz, who will produce the 
program. "We want to look at 
science as a whole and find out 
where we are lagging behind 
the Soviets and why."

To the University of Califor­ 
nia to see the university's be- 
yatron and to talk with scien­ 
tists, who will compare Ameri­ 
can and Russian progress in 
science and education. The seg­ 
ment will include special films 
from Russia.

To schools across America to 
survey student attitudes toward 
science and learn what happens 
to the enthusiasm and curiosity 
with which children in their 
early years regard the natural 
world around them.

To the Smithsonian 'institu­ 
tion in Washington to meet its 
director, Dr. Leonard Carmi- 
chacl, and to find out about the 
process of scientific discovery 
and to learn whether it is true 
that America has contributed 
more to technology than to 
basic research.

To the Argonne National Lab­ 
oratories in Illinois to see such 
experiments as the nuclear irra­ 
diation of foods. Viewers will 
meet students from Pakistan, 
Iran, Chile, and the Philippines 
who will discuss what atomic 
power can* do for their coun­

To the Bronx High School,of 
Science in New York City to 
look in on meetings of the stu­ 
dents' science clubs.
