$100 per year (the minimum) 
to $2,200 per year or more.

The colleges chosen by the 
merit scholars will receive 
grants-in-aid averaging $2,000 
per merit scholar to help de­ 
fray the actual costs of educat­ 
ing the students.

The Merit Scholarship Pro­ 
gram Is now in its third year. 
It was established in 1955 
through grants of $20.5 million 
from the Ford Foundation and 
the Carnegie Corporation.

The Merit Program is de­ 
signed to search the nation for 
those students most able to 
benefit from a college educa­ 
tion, regardless of means. Once 
discovered in the national tal­ 
ent hunt, the students are sup­ 
ported in college by funds pro­ 
vided by sponsoring companies. 
About 1,400 Merit Scholarships 
have been awarded in the two 
years of the program, and the 
winners are now enrolled in 
over 265 different colleges.

The competition is open to 
any public, private or parochial 
high school in the United 
States, Alaska, Canal Zone, Ha­ 
waii, Puerto Rico, and the Vir­ 
gin Islands; and any high 
school senior may enter.
