Bleeding of the gums around
the teeth might be caused by
either of two things-tartar aceu-
mulation irritating the gums or

Where the back teeth are miss.
ing and not replaced, the two
jaws will gome closer together
than they should so that the up-
per front teeth come down over
the lower more than they did be.
fore. Overlapping credtes more
pressure, resulting In strain on
the teeth and damage to the bony
support, which in turn is accom-
panfed by inflammation and con-
gestion of the gums, Then, the
gums bleed easily.

S0 you can see that bleeding
of the gums around the front
teeth often comes as a result of
missing teeth in the back of the
mouth, This is also aggravated
by tartar accumulations on the
inside surfaces of the teeth.

If these conditions are not cor-
rected, the overtaxed teeth will
be endangerad. Of course, there
are other eauses for bleeding
