the new 146-bed hospital are 
now being laid.

He stated that *omr 119 rais- 
sons have already been drilled 
and filled with concrete. Each 
Caisson is 35 feet deep'and will 
support the four story hospital. 
A total of 400 caissons are 
planned.

Plans call for the completion 
of the hospital by the spring 
of 1939. The structure will be 
located on a 12   acre site on 
Torrance boulevard just west of 
Hawthorne blvd.

Robert I. Plomert, Jr.. of Gen- 
e r a 1 Petroleum Corporation, 
chairman of the Advisory Com­ 
mittee, presided at the meet­ 
ing.

Plomert pointed out that orig­ 
inally the hospital was to be 
125 beds. But, with the tremen­
