Battle of 
Cows Set 
Tuesday

It will be the cattlemen versus 
the homesteaders in an Old West 
drama to be played out before 
the city council Tuesday at 8 p.m.

At that time the city fathers 
will hear protests from spokes­ 
men for 11 Torrance dairies 
against a new law which would 
ban their business from the city 
as of Jan. 1, 1960.

An avalanche of mail, IxHh pro 
and con to the ordinance drafted 
by City Attorney Stanley Remel- 
meyer on instruction of the city 
council, has flooded city hall of­ 
fices for the past few weeks. 

Complaints
Action to declare the dairies 

a public nuisance was initiated 
by the council following receipt 
of a petition hearing 178 signa­ 
tures from North Torrance home 
owners.

They complained that the Ver- 
burg Dairy caused an odor in the 
neighborhood, and that flies and 
mosquitos were breeding on the 
premises.

A motion to declare the dairies 
a public nuisance and to legislate 
them out of the city in the same 
manner hogs were declared ani­ 
mals non grata, was proposed by 
Councilman Willys Blount. 

Dairy Custom em
But the dairy owners and their 

employes are not the only ones 
opposed to the ban.

They have produced thousands 
of postcards from milk buyers 
protesting that if the dairies are 
closed the present cash and carry 
sales will no longer be available. 
Milk prices at the dairies are 2 Viz 
cents per quart under store 
prices, owners claim.

A total of 3718 postcards op­ 
posing the ban have been re­ 
ceived in the city manager's of­ 
fice. Of this number, 1375 came 
from other cities, some as far 
away as Oakland.

A total of 2343 cards were
from Torrance people, as was a
petition containing 700 names.

OppONA Dairies
Two petitions, containing 240 

signatures, and 18R postcards 
and letters from persons want­ 
ing the dairies evicted from Tor 
ranee, were received also.

In a letter to the council, Sid 
ney Bleifeld, attorney for the 
Torrance Dairy Committee, 
which represents all 11 dairies, 
pointed out that the dairies rep­ 
resent an investment of more 
than $2,000,000.

He said that 120 employes of 
dairies will be laid off, and 
dairy owners will be hard press 
ed to relocate their farms. 

Increased Prices
Bleifeld pointed out that 9000 

gallons of milk produced here 
daily would be eliminated, caus­ 
ing increases of milk prices to 
people who now purchase their 
milk on a cash and carry basis.

In h|s petition, he asked that 
the dairymen be given sufficient 
time to recoup their investments, 
and that If the city intends to 
bun them, it could do so by re- 
zoning the property and giving 
the owners a reasonable period 
of time to get out.

The attorney said that if the 
council passes the ordinance, It 
will result In numerous law 
suits.

He admitted that the dairy 
owners have not conducted the 
public relations program neces­ 
sary to retain public good will, 
but that action has been taken 
to self-police the farms.

The ordinance provides that 
herds may not be Increased after 
July 1.

A report made by a com- 
mitten stressed that fly brok­ 
ing in dairies is probably the 
strongest argument in favor of 
the law.

Plans to expand the program 
for top students in Torrance high 
schools are being studied by a 
committee of principals, and in­ 
struction staff members in the 
Torrance Unified School District.

Some changes have been made 
in the summer school program 
this year and further changes 
probably will be made this fall.

Also under 
study is the program by which 
the top students are selected for 
special training.

Diego Freeway was urged by the 
city council Monday, but it in­ 
dicated It wants no part of four 
other proposed freeways which 
will enter Torrance by 1080.

The resolution, submitted by 
Assemblyman Charles K. Chapel 
asks the State Highway Commis­ 
sion to allocate funds for the 
construction of the San Diego 
Freeway between Los Angeles 
International Airport and its 
juncture with the Harbor Free­ 
way at 190th st., In the 1959-60 
budget.

Krftional Support
Speedup of this construction 

has the full support of the Inter- 
City Highway Committee which 
includes all beach citief.

But the council took a dim­ 
mer view of four other freeway 
routes recommended by the 
Metropolitan Transportation En­ 
gineering Board for eventual in­ 
clusion in the state master plan.

The council asked the Tor­ 
rance engineering staff to re­ 
write a resolution in which it 
will ask that the Whitnall Free­ 
way be eliminated and that three 
other proposed freeways be 
changed to expressways. 

Ask Humiliation
The Whitnall Freeway would 

run north and south from the 
San Fernando Valley to its 
juncture with the San Diego 
Freeway and would parallel Ar­ 
lington ave.
