A Torrance elementary teach­ 
er is taking a special six-week 
course in the techniques of 
teaching children .with impaired 
.vision under a $200 scholarship 
provided by the Torrance Lions 
Club.

Mrs. Martha .Tensen, a Steele 
School teacher last year. Is tak­ 
ing the course at San Francisco 
State College, preparing to teach 
the partially-sighted youngsters 
In Torrance next year. She is 
taking classes in structure and 
function of the eye, principles 
and methods of teaching partial­ 
ly-sighted children, and princi­ 
ples of Braille education of the 
blind.

Blind and sight conservation 

 \\ork is one of the major proj­ 
ects of Lions Clubs and the local 
club donated the scholarship up­ 
on learning that there is a great 
shortage of teachers for the 
children with impaired visioin. 
During the pagt year, the cluh 
also paid for eye examinations 
and glasses for 60 children, pur­ 
chased a Prallle writer, and 
paid the hospital bill for a child's 
eye surgery.

of a claim for extended benefits. 
Mrs. Ellis emphasized, however, 
that a claimant's inability to sup­ 
ply the old documents would 
not, affect him adversely in con­ 
nection with filing a claim for 
extended benefits.

The Torrance office began 
taking California claims under 
the new federal legislation Mon­ 
day, and it is expected payments 
to eligible claimants will begin 
during the week of July 21. Any 
person who has exhausted his 
regular California unemployment 
insurance claim, or benefits un­ 
der federal laws which provide 
unemployment compensation for 
veterans or federal employes 
since .luly L 1957. and is'unem­ 
ployed on July 7, may file a 
claim for extended benefits. To 
receive benefits, a claimant must 
meet §11 the eligibility require­ 
ments «f the California Unem­ 
ployment Insurance Code. Un­ 
der California's agreement with 
the Federal Government, no 
benefits can be paid for any 
week of unemployment which 
occurred prior to July 7, or prior 
to the filing of a claim. The ef­ 
fective date of coverage itn oth*r 
participating states varies in ac­ 
cordance with their agreement* 
with the Federal Government.
