Third Polio Shot Vital to Protect 
Disease, Chamber Warns

Six million ("alifornians under 
40 have not yet received their 
three injections of poliomyelitis 
vaccine, warns Chairman Dr. 
Rodney A. Stetaon of the Public 
Health Committee of the Tor­ 
rance Chwmbrr of Commerce.

The committee reminds that it
akes three doses of polio vaccine
o give maximum protection.

The second dose is given a month
after the first, and the third In-
lection seven months after the
second.

Recent figures released by the 
California State Health Depart­ 
ment show that 75 per cent of 
the people under the ape of 40 
received one polio injection, 60 
>er cent received two injections, 
nit only 27 per cent the required 
hree inoculations.

Dr. Stetson said that polio is 
particularly dangerou* in the age 
group under 40, but does not
