SAX DIEGO YKLLOWTAIL
I have had several inquiries 

about San Diego and why so 
many Southland anglers travel 
over 100 miles just to fish. Cer­ 
tainly we have plenty of salt 
water fishing without a 3 hour 
trip.

San Diego is truly the Yellow- 
tail capitol of California. This 
game fish (I consider it our fin- 
ost fighting fish* moves into the 
Coronado Islf^hipt: *~ **«* early 
Spring and remains until late 
fall. Sometimes the season nev­ 
er ends. Last year the fish 
stayed thru January.

The 3 landings that fish the 
Mexican Offshore Islands are: 
H & M Landing. Point Loin a 

landing, and Fishermens Land­ 
ing. Rach of these have really 
fine live hait hobts as well as 

charter boats for small or large 
parties.

Probably one of the most at­ 
tractive features of these land- 
treated. The crew is helpful 
ings is thte way the customer is

and is always ready to gaff your 
fish or give advice. They're real­ 
ly interested in getting big fish 
counts, as this is the way the 
fishermen pick their boat for the 
next day. They always* rotate, 
which gives every customer a 
chance to fish on all parts of the 
boat. They clean your fish with­ 
out asking and when the boat 
ties up, the fish are put on a 
cart and taken near your car so 
that loading is no problem. These 
are just a few of the reasons 
why our local landings lose so 
much business to the Border 
City of San Diego.

The boats leave about, one 
o'clock in the morning and t*:» 
fishing starts dt daybreak. When 
the sun comes up the boats are 
anchored at North Island, South 
Island or Middle Grounds. They 
start to chum or toss out. bait 
and usually it isn't long before 
the Yellowtail break water and 
the fun begins. The boat docks 
about one o'clock ir the after­ 
noon and you can be home by 
dinnertime, with the assurance 
of good fishing on fine boats.
