I Way, he held the empty bottle of ant poison in his hand 
and showed it to his mother.

A speedy interrogation, and testing of the boy's 
tongue disclosed to the parents that Douglas must have 
consumed some of the poison.

They poured a salt solution int<rhis mouth and then 
rushed him to Pacific Medical Clinic wliere Douglas* 
stomach was pumped.

"If he hadn't carried that bottle we would never 
have known about the poison," the father said.

But all turned out well and Douglas was in fine 
*hape to blow out the four candles on his birthday cake 
at a party Thursday.
