taxpayers 79 cents per $100 assessed valuation last
yvear, Superintendent J. H. Hull told the Board of Ed-
ucation Tuesday night.

Figures compiled by the County Superintendent of
Schools indicated that in 1958-59, Torrance’s cost per
pupil again were lowest in the county, At $343.22 per
pupil, Torrance was some $57 lower than the county
average, $400.75. Highest was $610.

If Torrance had been “average” last year, the budg-
et would have been $1,425,000 larger and the tax rate
79 cents higher, he said.

“Torrance emphasizes spending money where it
affects children directly and emphasizes streamlined
operations,” Hull said. “It is a relatively new district
and has some lower costs for that reason. As the dis-
trict grows older, buildings grow older, teachers ad-
vance on salary schedules, and costs increase,”
