Hahn Demands New System to Permit 
Payment of Parking Tickets by Mail

On motion of Supervisor Ken­ 

neth Hahn, the Board of Super­ 

visors today instructed the (,-hief 

administrative officer to confer 

with the prosidinR judge of thr 

Los Angeles Municipal Court and 
submit a report within two weeks 
recommending that a nystem be 
set u pfor payment of parking 
violation fines by mail.

"Thrr* i* no e«»n<i» b|    ar­ 
son having to lose a day's wages 
to go down to 8th and Wall to 
pay a $2 parking fine," Hahn 
declared.

He pointed out that the mail 
system for parking violations 
was pioneered by Inglewood and 
that the sheriff now has a policy 
that when parking violation tick­ 
ets are placed on cars that, an 
envelope and instructions on how 
to pay the fine by mail are also 
attached.

"Thert is no real reason why 
a person has to appear in per­ 
son at the Traffic Court at 8th 
and Wall to pay a $2 fine. The 
person paying the fine doesn't 
appear before a judge. He stands

in line and pays the fine to a 
  Jerk. This is not true justice. 
The only people who benefit frorn 
siich a system are the operator* 
of the near-by parking 1 o t B," 
Hahn continued.
