Rosenthal Tells Plan for Court System
JU<IK<! William Rosprttlial of 

(he Ijoa Anff]fn Municipal Court 
has prrnenlpd a plan to t h f 
Board of Supervisors for crea­ 
tion of a singlfi'municipal-court 
system for Lon'Anjfrles County 
which will save $5,000,000 in 10 
years.

The plan wad overwhelmingly 
approved by municipal judjres.

Supervisor Kenneth Halm said 
(he plan calls for consolidation 
of 23 municipal - court districts 
and Three justice-court districts 
into one system for the county.

"Kach of these 2<> court dis­ 
tricts now is independent, and 
has its own presiding judKf, its 
own clerks, its own nyHt*»m of 
keeping records and books," Su­ 
pervisor Hahn said.

"Tn addition to saving nubAtan- 
tial minis of money each year, 
the plan will increase revenue 
and improve the administration 
of justice," he continued.

Hahn said consolidation will 
make possible one central traf­ 
fic-bureau couit.

"This will mean at least S-V 
000,000 in additional revenue re­ 
turned to the county and cities 
each year because the judge will 
have records of previous traffic 
violations and will take that in­ 
to consideration in imposing 
fines. Under the present gyfltem,
