English is taught in Israeli
elementary schools and chil.
dren sometimes wonder why
the language is written “upside
down,” she said. Hebrew is
written from right to left, while
English is written from left to
right. Israell children some-
times have trouble with Eng-
lish because it is not phonetic.

Mrs. Schachor was much im-'
pressed by Torrance's “super-
market of knowledge,” the Ed.
ucational Materials Building,
and its “efficiency and econ-
omy.” She said she may inves-
tigate the possibilities of set-
ting up such a sytem in her
country.

The Israeli government su-
pervises the curriculum of the
schools, with free education for
all from 5 to 14. Local author-
ities provide buildings and sup-
plies.
