George Theil, an Alaskan Eskimo, took his 
midwinter thaw with Torrance'* Dr. and Mrs. 
Donald R. Tompkins last week.

Theil, whose occupation is guide on polar- 
bear hunts, is in the states to drum up busi­ 
ness for the spring. He spent several days as 
guest of the Tompkinses while transacting busi­ 
ness with 20th Century-Fox studios in Holly­ 
wood.

Last April a Fox photo crew filmed a short 
in Alaska, featuring Theil as the hunter. The 
production, soon to be released, contains foot­ 
age of the principal character permitting a 
charging polar bear to venture within 75 feet 
of certain death to himself.

Theil became a hunter of big family when 
he was orphaned at age 11. In this capacity he 
and his brother set forth on dog sled to pro­ 
vide food for themselves and their relations.

This method was considerably removed from

his present one of flying his clients to the 
hunting snows.

Among his patrons has been Dr. Tompkins, 
whom he has guided to bear during the past 
two springtimes and will again this year. The 
doctor has made three trips to the northland 
and fetched back a polar bear each time, hunt­ 
ing on the ice shelf 150 miles north of Point 
Harrow with a .300 Magnum.

Since the late bears, now fashioned into 
rugs, cover a major part of the sqmiro footajne 
in the Tompkins home, the doctor this year will 
hunt with a movie camera.

Shooting 16-mm. color, he will work to per­ 
fect the film's continuity with action from the 
air and on the surface.

Theil, who has gone on to Denver and 
Tulsa to confer with prospective hunters, soon 
will head home and keep cool until the doctor 
comes.

YMCA
Loses
Round

Council Refuses 
to Give Up Land
The Torrance YMCA and 

the Community Chest ran 
into a solid brick wall Tues­ 
day night in their efforts 
to obtain city land at the 
Civic Center for their pri­ 
vate enterprises.

Impassioned pleas and protest­ 
ations of the great good done 
by the agencies won sympathy 
from the councilmen but failed 
to budge them one scintilla from 
their awareness that they are 
custodians of property belonging 
to th« people.

Mayor Isen wondered "Where 
will we start and where would 
we finish?" If the city beg-an 
a policy of leasing ground to 
private facilities.

Councilman J. B. Beasley noted 
that he felt he would be voting 
against friends (the agencies, 
not the personnel), but in good 
conscience and responsibility to 
the people, he would have to 
vote no.

George Bradford emphasized 
that this is a civic center   a 
municipal entity   and that any 
discussion would have to center 
around a four- or five-year lease 
with a 80-day cancellation clause. 
He speculated at the consterna­ 
tion of an agency having to move 
a $150,000 building in 30 days. 

Councilman Willys Blount said 
lensi-s to private bodies would 
open fh<- field to all comers   
he listed ninny possibilities   
and some day the city will run 
out of land.

James Becker, chairman of the 
Civic Center Promotion Commit­ 
tee, which recommended leasing 
land to the two welfare organ­ 
izations, expressed disajipoint- 
ment that his group had not 
been enlightened in advance as 
to the kind of policies it safely 
could propose.

Joe Wilcox, executive secretary 
of the YMCA   which is housed 
in one of the seediest buildings 
in town  , said the price of 
adequate land In, Torrance will 
be $80,000. He dwelled articu­ 
lately and at length on the fiscal 
problems confronting the Y.

"We will gamble $400,000 you 
won't kick us out," he said.

The reaction wax the same as 
Councilman Nick t Prale'g when 
the Community Chest represent­ 
ative snid $150,000 would be 
available- for that agency's build­ 
ing: that they should own their 
own land, sine* the city could 
kick them off any time.

Much hay was made of the 
fact that the YWCA is situated 
on city property through a lease. 

The council was of on« mind 
on that, too: The YW Is on an 
odd-shaped parcel unusable for 
anything el.se. Come up with a 
similar plot, and the city will 
consider talking lease.

The Community Chest was 
not excited by the refusal. The 
council was told th« agency 
wanted to be in Lomlta anyway. 

But Wilcox and his group 
made no effort to conceal their 
disappointment.________

Municipal Consultant Fights 
Torrance Employees' Choice

City employees Tuesday night won the right to pick 
their own health and hospital insurance when the City 
Council reversed itself on choice of an underwriter.

Last week the council approved Pacific Mutual as 
the carrier, over objections by employee representatives, 
who held out for Blue Cross. The motion curried by a bare 
majority of one, with Councilman Victor E. Benstead ab­ 
sent and Councilman J. B. Beasley, an insurance man, 
having left the room during the discussion. 

This week Mayor Albert
moved to abrogate the previous 
decision and throw the issue open 
o discussion.

The employees still favor Hint- 
Cross, Fireman Albert Salcido, 
hairman of the Council of 

United Employees, declared. Tie 
said that although the price is 
higher, the coverage is broader. 
He told the council the city per­ 
sonnel are quite willing to stand 
the difference in cost.

Charles L. Robinson, Insurance 
consultant hired by th« city, 
stuck to praises of Pacific Mu­ 
tual, even in face of a half-dozen 
witnesses who told the 'council 
he had declared Blue Cross to 
be superior in a meeting with 
employees and city officials.

Benstead, who favors Hlue 
Cross and has been covered by 
it in the Steelworkers \' n i o n 
many years, acidly qiK-st ioncd 
Robinson's motive.

Councilman Robert R. Jahn 
held with Robinson, observing 
that the city should take the 
advice of the consultant it hires. 
He remarked that Blue Cross 
had risen 400 r n in cost over the 
years, a contention t h a t \\as 
shredded bv Kelly Williams, Blue 

  epre«sentative. who

had not gone up even
100',.

Ison, adhering to the senti­
ments of Councilmen Nick Drale, 

George Bradford, Willys Blount, 
and Benstead, suggested the city 
make a flat allowance to the 
employees, permit them to select 
their own policy, and let them 
pay the difference. Beasley de­ 
clared he was ill and departed 

before the matter cnme up.
