The 1900 All-Woman Transcon­ 
tinental Air Race will start at 
Torrance Municipal Airport, on 
July 9 and terminate at New 
Castle County Airport, Wilming- 
ton, Del. on July 13. Hosts for 
the start of the race will be the 
Long Beach Chapter of The 
Ninety-Nines, Inc., an interna­ 
tional organization of licensed 
women pilots, and the Chamber 
of Commerce and City of Tor­ 
rance.

All racing aircraft must ar­ 
rive in Torrance, by the impound­ 
ing deadline of July 4, where 
they will be inspected to ascer­ 
tain that they conform to spec­ 
ifications as set forth in the race 
rules. Between 70 and 80 air­ 
planes and over 150 women pilots 
are expected to enter with most 
airplanes carrying both pilot and 
co-pilot. The pilots will have four 
days in which to fly the course 
of 2516 statute miles. However, 
many will make it in much less 
time if weather permits.
