the extended benefit duration 
program-, as was announced last 
Friday. Kxt ended benefits are 
payable at the same weekly rate 
as a claimant's last, regular claim. 
It is estimated--that approximate­ 
ly 67,500 exhaustees will benefit 
from this program between now 
and Sept, 30 of this year. .

In order to qualify for extend­ 
ed benefits, persons who exhaust 
their regular claims must con­ 
tinue to meet the same eligibility 
requirements that they met on 
their regular claims. They must 
be able to work and available 
arid willing to accept immediate 
employment; must make a dili­ 
gent search for work themselves; 
and must, not. refuse an offer of 
suitable employment. The Miller- 
Collier Act also provides the op­ 
portunity for occupational re­ 
training under the extended bene­ 
fit program.

The extended unemployment 
insurance benefit program will 
apply to the following persons:

1. Those who have exhausted 
their regular benefits since Jan. 
1, 1960, or who exhaust them he- 
tween April 1 and June 30, 1960, 
either because their benefit years 
expired or because they drew all 
of the benefits to which they 
were entitled on their regular 
claims.

2. Persons who drew all of the 
benefits to which they were en­ 
titled on their regular claims 
prior to Jan. 1, 1960, but whose 
52-week benefit years have not 
expired (in other words, who 
used up their monetary awards 
before Jan. 1 but have not yet 
used up the one-year lives of 
th'-ir claims).

Persons who meet the eligibil­ 
ity requirements for an extend­ 
ed duration claim before the June 
30, 1960, deadline for filing such 
a claim may draw on that extend­ 
ed duration claim, if they remain 
unemployed and otherwise eligi­ 
ble, through Sept. 30, I960. In 
no rase, however, may a claim­ 
ant, draw more than half the 
number of weeks of his last reg­ 
ular claim.
