Enrollment is expected to be 
considerably larger than last 
year's 6300 average daily attend- i 
ante, which was one-third of the 
regular year'* enVollmenl.

Summer school classes are an 
extension of the regular school 
year, with work in jMibjects of 
special interest or need.

High-school courses for eighth- 
grade graduates include refresh­ 
er math, reading, Algebra I, prac­ 
tical typing, English, general ici- 
ence, instrumental music, vocal 
music, practical speech, explora­ 
tory foreign language, and art.

Courses may be taken for cred­ 
it and are designed to aid col­ 
lege-bound youngsters.

Regular high-school courses will 
be offered in all subjects for 
which there is nufficient demand.

Speech therapy will be offered 
at Magruder, Halle Mayor, Fla­ 
vian, and Fern- Greenwood 
Schools. (Masses for moderately 
mentally retarded children also 
will be available.

New York in April, 1049.

The authors, Richard Rodgers, 
who wrote t,he music, and Oscar 
Hammcrstein 2nd, who wrote the 
lyrics and was co-author of the 
book, were at the peak of their 
reputations, with such successes 
behind them, as 'Oklahoma!" and 
"Carousel."

Joshua lyOflan, who was co-pro­ 
ducer, director, and collaborator 
with Hammerstein on the libretto, 
also was one of the top-crafts­ 
men, through his nucceim with 
"Mister Roberts."

Thf original story, James Mi- 
chener's "Tales of the South Pa­ 
cific," was a Puljtzer Prize win­ 
ner.

Mary Martin, who wax starring 
as the Navy nurse, was one of 
Broadway 1 ! greatest favorites, 
and Ezio Pin/a, as the French 
planter, was making his first ap­ 
pearance on the Broadway stage, 
after a career as Jeacfing basso 
with the Metropolitan Opera.
