including two classroom 
wings and shop and music 
building additions.

CI olds worthy submitted the 
low bid of $733,000. "

Alternate bids for const rue- 
lion of stadium and related 
facilities were rejected be- 
rause they were too high, ac­ 
cording to architect's esti­ 
mates.

Action on the st-jdium will 
be taken later. Completion 
probably will take about 10 
months.

rvas authorized by the board. 
The site will be graded, with 
Rowers, storm drains, streets.
