AMORTIZATION — The 
process of extinguishing a 
debt by equal payments at 
regular intervals over a spe­ 
cific period of time. 
. APPRAISAI,— An estimate 
of quantity, quality, or value. 
The process through which 
conclusions of property value 
or property facts arc obtain­ 
ed; also the report setting 
forth the estimate and con­ 
clusions.
* CONTRACT FOR SALE— 
A written agreement where­ 
by the purchaser agrees to! 
buy certain real estate, and 
the seller agrees to sell upon 
terms and conditions set 
forth therein.

EXCLUSIVE LISTING — 
A contract to sell property as 
an agent, according to t h e

the property or IK made the 
only agent for its sale. Also 
applied to iho property so 
listed'.

ESCROW — A de%d or
other instrument delivered 
to a disinterested third per­ 
son to be held by him until 
the fulfillment or perform­ 
ance of some act or condi­ 
tion.

LIEN — A hold or c. \ a i m 
upon the property of another 
as security for some debt or

instrument by which title to 
real property is conveyed 
from one person to another.
