Manufacturers Predict 
Labor Force Increase

With an estimated* 15,482,- 
000 persons 14 years of age 
or older in California by 
1070, and a total population 
of well over 20,000,000 it is 
foreseen that 8,724,400 will 
be in the state's labor force 
by that year.

According to a report com­ 
piled by the National As­ 
sociation of Manufacturers, 
the mon and women who will 
constitute this labor market 
will add up to 56.4% of the 
population over 14 years of 
ago. against the 54.6% in 
1050 and the estimated 55% 
in 1060.

The change between these 
over-all percentage figures 
docs not reflect the startling 
shifts within the components 
of the labor force, where a 
major reshuffling is taking 
place.

Numerically, in California, 
all of the age and sex groups 
in the labor force will in­ 
crease (except the number of 
men in the labor force over 
65), but changes will have 
occurred in their relative im­ 
portance, the association pre­ 
dicted.
