Director Studies 
Labor Disputes 
About Nationals

"Whatever . comei out of 
the meeting thif week In 
Washington, D.C. between a 
delegation of Southern Calif­ 
ornia farmers and Secretary 
of Labor James P. Milcheil 
roncerinf the ban on use of 
Mexican Nationals by grow­ 
ers involved in labor disputes, 
I will follow to the letter 
Mitchell's interpretation of 
federal laws governing em­ 
ployment of foreign nationals 
in the United States," Irving 
H. Pcrless, state director of 
employment, said.

This fart was reiterated 
today by Perluss in stressing 
that he is acting as an agent 
of the secretary of labor in 
administering ihe Wagner- 
Peyser Act, and Public Law 
78 and that he "will continue 
to be guided by the federal 
officials recommendations.

The pertinent regulation 
from the Wagner-Peyser Act, 
interpretation of which is a 
crucial issue in the, contro­ 
versy now going on between 
California farmers and organ­ 
ized labor, is entitled "Re­ 
ferrals in Labor Dispute Sit­ 
uations," the Employment

This regulation says lhal 
"No person shall be referred 
to a position the filling of 
which will aid directly of in­ 
directly in filling a job which
(1) is vacant because the for­ 
mer occupant is on strike or 
is being locked out in the 
course of a labor dispute, or
(2) the'filling of which is an 
issue in a labor dispute.

Unde-r Public Law 78 
where domestic workers can­ 
not, be referred because of 
the Wagner-Peyser labor dis­ 
pute regulations, the secre­ 
tary of labor has advised Per­ 
luss that he cannot authorize 
Mexican Nationals.

A group of California grow­ 
ers has been challenging 
this ban and Perluss arran­ 
ged a meeting for them with 
the secretary of labor for 
clarification of the federal 
regulation.

The itate employment Di­ 
rector has continually empha­ 
sized that Mexican National 
program functions under fed­ 
eral law and that the last 
word in interpreting its regul 
aUoni must come from Sec­ 
retary Mit.chell. "The Depart­ 
ment of Employment is ad­ 
ministering the program only 
as an agent for the federal 
government," Perluss said, 
"and should the state fail to 
conform to the federal stand­ 
ards. It could lose 35 mi lion 
dollars in federal grants."

\ngele.s, Orange. Riverside. 
Nin Rernardlno and San Di­ 
ego and Includes 89 incor­ 
porated rltiei and large un- 
nrorporated areas.
