All classes will include 
fundamentals of Spanish pro- 
nuncjation and grammar, the 
building of a practical vocab­ 
ulary, and the development 
of the ability to read, write, 
and apeak Spanish. All 
courses carry fully transfer­ 
able credit to other colleges 
anf» universities.
