The new area sergeant Is 
a veteran of 17 years of serv 
ice, spending the first ten 
years with the army and 
the remaining time with thr 
air force.

The sergeant stated that, 
although his primary mission 
is to procure qualified per­ 
sonnel for the air force, he is 
always available by persons 
or organizations desiring in­ 
formation or assistance 
where the recruiting service 
might be of help.

Franks announced that In­ 
creased emphasis is being 
placed on the Judge Advo­ 
cate program in an effort to 
meet a rising demand for 
lawyers to serve as air force 
legal officers.

He explained that, under 
the commissioning program, 
qualified lawyers are given 
direct commissions in the 
grade of First Lieutenant or 
higher, depending on the 
individual's age, education, 
experience and proven abil­ 
ity. Accepted applicants 
serve a minimum of three 
years on active duty.

Air force legal officers are 
offered the same pay and 
privileges as other officers of 
equal grade, including 30 
days paid vacation each year. 
"They work in a professional 
enviroment and have a prac­ 
tice of unusual scope and 
variety." he said. The air 
force lawyers' talents are ap­ 
plied in many activities, in- 
chiding military justice, pro­ 
curement, foreign law, claims. 
tax and ligitation, and pa­ 
tent*.
