Wimlup I960 tour* of the' 
historic Banning mansion, 401 
East M. St., Banning Park, 
Wilmington, will be offered 
from 1 to 4 p.m. Sunday, Oct. 
9, it was reported yesterday 
by the Los Angeles City Rec­ 
reation and Park Department.

The stately structure was 
built in 1864 by General 
Phineas Banning, founder of 
Wilmington and a pioneer 
Southern California business 
and civic leader remembered 
*n the "father" of Los An­ 
geles Harbor.

Following Sunday's tours, 
Banning mansion will remain 
closed until next spring when 
the annual Wilmington Wis­ 
teria Festival, co-sponsored 
by the Wilmington Chamber 
of Commerce and. the City 
Recreation and Park Depart­ 
ment, will launch the 1961 
Sunday-afternoon guided tour 
season.
