Press Tour Held 
By Torrance Area 
Hydrogen Plant
Linde Company, division of 

Union Carbide Corporation, 
conducted the first, public 
tour of its new liquid hydro- 
Ron plant here Thursday for 
representatives of the Nation­ 
al Aeronautics and Space Ad­ 
ministration and members of 
the local press.

At an informal luncheon 
following the tour, Linde 
President William R Nichol- 
son pointed out that the suc­ 
cessful operation of the Tor­ 
rance plant "established the 
feasibility of producing liquid 
hydrogen on a privately fi­ 
nanced, commercial basis."

Plant is the nation's first 
privately owned liquid hydro­ 
gen producer and has a capa­ 
city of 13,000 Ibs. per day. It 
was designed anrf built by 
Linde to supply liquid hydro­ 
gen to 4>est Coast missile de­ 
velopment centers under a 
contract award by NASA in 
April 1950, for the .supply to 
NASA of up to 3,300,000' Ibs. 
per year.

Torrance is the second of 
four Linde plants installed or 
under construction primarily" 
to meet trie growing needs of 
the missile industry. The first 
was Linde's 300-tons-per-day 
liquid oxygen-liquid nitrogen 
plant which opened in Octo­ 
ber, 1059 at Pittsburg. Cali­ 
fornia; the third is a 135-tons- 
per-day liquid oxygen-liquid 
nitrogen plant scheduled for 
start-up soon at Huntsville, 
Alabama, near the Army's 
George C'. Marshall Spare 
Flight Center; and the fourth 
is a 135-tons-per-da\y liquid! 
oxygen-liquid nitrogen plant 
to supply engine testing re­ 
quirements in the Nensho, ] 
Missouri areu.

Two positively identified 

cases of diabetes were turned 
up in Torrance during the 
November KM 9 detection 
drive, campaign authorities 
reported thlf week. Total 
tested was 315.

Figures compare favorably 
with San Pedro's 12 cases out 
of 195 tested, or Studio City's

13 out of 117 tested.
Of 2.740 tested in Los An­ 

geles County during the 
drive, 1.39 new cases of dia­ 
betes were turned up. as com­ 
pared to 02 p r.e v i o u s 1 y 
know. Total of 2'M Indicates 

that one out of ten persons 
tested were afflicted.

Close to 10,000 persons re­

ceived free diabetes tests at 
40 different testing centers in 
the drive conducted by the 
Diabetes Association of 
Southern California to find 
the unknown diabetics in the 
area. Of the total tested. 139 
persons were found to have 
positive findings.

"This number reveals a
