Indian Dancers Will Bring 
Color to Sheriff's Rodeo

Fifty Indian dancers In full 
regalia, members of the Fed­ 
erated Indian Tribes, led by 
Chief Spotted Wolf, will in­ 
troduce new color and spec­ 
tacle to the 1961 Sheriffs Ro­ 
deo Saturday night, June 24, 
in the Coliseum.

Representatives of nearly 
60 tribes, they will perform 
three ancient ceremonial 
dances the rarely seen Chip- 
pewa Canoe Dance, the 
Apache back - and - forth or 
Friendship Dance and some­ 
thing never before attempted, 
a dramatic torchlight War 
Dance.

Dancers will be accompan­ 
ied by the beat of tom-toms 
and the rhythm of chants to 
"bring to life authentically an­ 
other lusty segment of the 
Old West.

The brilliantly clad Indians, 
each in the headdress and 
raiments of his native tribe, 
will make their entrance in 
the blaze of spotlights at the 
peristyle end of the Coliseum. 
Dividing into two bands, they 
will whoop it up on both sides 

' of the stadium.
Therokee, .Sioux, N a v a ] o, 

Pueblo, Canadian Cree, Sene­ 
ca, Choctaw, Mohawk, those 
nnd many more belong to the 
Federation, a cultural group 
for those who are all or part 
Indian.

Composed of persons from 
a variety of professions, thf 
FIT, according to Chief 
Spotted Wolf, a Bellflowtr 
chiropractor who traces hi$ 
origm* to the Cheroket and 
Sioux, assists 1U numbers to 
preserve their Indian heritage 
in a white man's world.

One of the new featuras of 
the rodeo this year, the In­ 
dian dancers will be adding a 
traditional touch to the wtgt- 
era event. Historically, In­ 
dians participated in the first 
rodro at Pecos, 1>x., July 4. 
1833, in tha role of spectators.

E a r 1 y reservations are 
urged for the huge outdoor 
extravaganza, with tickets 
available at Sheriff's stations, 
county marshal's offices, the 
Ix>s Angeles Sheriffs Office 
and the Coliseum.
