time to work a liberal help-|
ing of steer manure into it
and scratching some comimer-
elal fertilzer into the soil
around each plant (but not
touching the root ball) when |
planting it.

As the young plants grow|
and bloom, continue to feed|
them occasidnally right|
through summer. Water them
regularly so that drought
doesn’t curtail growth and
consequently ‘bloom. This |
makes them candidates for|
the border that gets frequent
waterings.

Another heat lover that
members of the California As-
gociation of Nurserymen rank
near the top is the Pomegran-
ate.

Pomegranets make an un-
usually fine informal hedge
while they stand some
drought, they should be close
enough so that you can hit
them with the hose during
the dry months.
