The gardener's use of ivy 
is almost limitless. He can 
hide a barren slope with its 
lush cover or use it to fill a 
bed. It can be grown up to 
hide a post and cut to cover 
a wall. On a wire fence it will 
make a dense screen and in 
a tub it can be shaped into a 
mounting pyramid. You can 
even grow it in a pot. And 
even if you grew it every­ 
where, ivy has enough varia­ 
tions to ward off monotony. ! 

' The ivies most common toi 
California are Algerian ivy,; 
English ivy and Hahn's ivy. 1 
Nurseries have countless va-| 
rieties but the California As-! 
sociation of Nurserymen says; 
that most of them are forms j 
of the above, especially Eng-! 
lieh ivy. ! 

You find all varieties in alii

parts of the state, but Alger­ 
ian ivy is more commonly 
seen in Southern California, 
since it is best adapted to 
warm climates. This is large 
leaf ivy with only slightly 
lobed edges. Its variegated 
form is probably the most of­ 
ten seen and easily identified. 

ENGLISH IVY
English ivy is smaller of 

leaf and the leaf edges are 
more deeply cut. Its ability 
to sport new forms is seem­ 
ingly endless, which accounts 
for the many slight variations 
to be found in the ivy fam­ 
ily all answering to the name 
"English ivy." It, is hardier 
to heat and cold and will! 
cling to almost any surface.'

The smallest leaf among 
ivies that is to be found in 
the general nursery trade is

that of Hahn's ivy. It is a 
slow-growing, but exceeding­ 
ly attractive vine that is used 
very much in pots and win­ 
dow boxes.

SLOW GROWTH 
When planting ivy, it Js 

well to remember that little 
growth can be expected dur­ 
ing the first year. In its sec­ 
ond season, however, just 
when the gardener begins to 
wonder how long it will take 
to fill in, ivy really takes off. 
And on walls and trellises it's; 
much the same. After taking) 
a while to set its aerial roots 
firmly, all at once, away it, 
goes.
