15ollar polio vaccine shots 
will be administered at three 
different locations in Torrance 
during the coming week, it 
w«« reported yesterday by 
local March of Dimes officials.

On August 9, 2-3 p.m. and 
7-8 p.m., the inoculations will 
be given at the Bain Medical 
Clinic, 2093 Torrance Blvd. 
Sponsors of the program «rr 
members of the medical staff 
of the clinic and Dr. Martin 
F. Ba!n Will serve as chair­ 
man.

On Friday, August 11, the 
shots will be given from 12:30 
to 2:30 p.m. at Von's Market, 
5035 W. Pacific Coast High­ 
way. Sponsors will be mem­ 
bers of the Community Vol­ 
unteers, while Mrs. Lester 
Morley will serve as chair­

man of the project.
On Saturday/ August 12, 

the inoculation program -will 
be carried on at the J.C. Pen­ 
ney Store, Del Amo Center, 
from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. Sppn- 
sors of the program are the 
Torrance Junior Chamber of 
Commerce and chairman will 
be Doug Hedde.

I^ast year children under 
ten years of age accounted 
for 60 per cent of all paraly­ 
tic polio cases in Los Angeles 
County, it was pointed out. 
Three properly spaced shots 
are needed for complete pro­ 
tection, with annual boster 
ishots recommended.

March of Dimes officials de­ 
clared that with the stepped- 
up inoculation program now 
underway, intervals between

inoculations should be two 
weeks between the first two 
injections, with the third ad­ 
ministered four weeks later. 

They pointed out that the 
new oral Sabin vaccine will 
not be generally available in 
time to combat polio during 
the approaching polio season, 
but that there is no shortage 
of the effective Salk vaccine, 
developed through March of 
Dimes funds.
