In Can­ 
ada, one woman with active 
TB Inff-rteH 22 others with 
active disease, some of them 
In no more than a week of 
contact. While both these in- 
stance* are a little unusual, it 
is a fact that a case of infec­ 
tious tuberculosis in a com­ 
munity Is a groat hazard.

Those who have never be­ 
fore come in contact with TB 
germs are particularly vul­ 
nerable. Someone in poor 12x18.7 
general health, exposed just 
onc« or twice to an over­ 
whelming dose of TB germs, 
can come down with the ac­ 
tive disease. However, active 
tuberculosis is more likely to 
result from repeated expos­ 
ure to infection.
