Design of the project was 
directed by Torrance City En­ 
gineer W. M. Nollac. Con­ 
struction, operation and main­ 
tenance of the structure will 
be supervised by Flood Con­ 
trol District Chief Engineer 
M. E. Salsbury.

Cost was included in the 
1958 storm drain bond issue 
which allocated $225,000.000 
for the construction of 184 
trunk drajns in various criti­ 
cal County locations, the Sup­ 
ervisor added.
