If major surgery, 
x-ray, or hospitalization is ne­ 
cessary, it can be done imme­ 
diately after emergency care 
and without further delay or 
riscomfort for the patient," 
Williams said.

He said that 515 patients 
treated at South Bay Hospi­ 
tal emergency center during 
the year were admitted to the 
hospital for surgery or fur­ 
ther care.
