Funds received from the Sat­ 
urday offering will help in 
the operation and expansion 
of these two major facilities 
which aid thousands of Nava- 
jos annually.

Goffar said more than 18,- 
000 Navajos were treated at 
the church's mission clinic at 
Monument Valley, and at an 
outpost clinic at Mexican Hat, 
Utah, in 10(10.

On May 4, 1061, a $250,000 
15-bed, hospital was opened! 
by the Adventist Church at 
Monument Valley to meet a 
need for hospital beds in a 
100-mile circle of the north­ 
ern part of the Navajo reser­ 
vation.

"Our congregation hopes to 
make the Navajo a 'remem-j 
bered American' through thej 
special offering," Pastor Gof­ 
far said.
