Get License Photos Before Sunday, 
Or You'll Have to Wail for Snapping

California motorists who 
desire to have t/iri • 
on drivers' licenses due for 
renewal in the last two 
months of 39frl are advised 
to apply for such renewals 
at Department of Motor Ve­ 
hicles offices throughout the 
State before Sunday.

Tom Bright, director of 
Motor Vehicles, issued the 
suggestion today in announc­ 
ing expiration of the State's 
contract with the Holly­ 
wood Blue Print Company of 
San Francisco, the firm 
which has supplied the 
photographs of license appli­ 
cants to DMV since Oct. 22, If"

The Department is prepar­ 
ing uj revihe and improve its 
methods of photographing 
applicants.

• "With three years' exper­ 
ience in the nation's first 
large-scale continuing pro­ 
gram of photographing over 
two million people per year, 
we have observed that cer­

tain changes In our mass- 
production procedures arc 
needed," the director said in 
Sacramento.

"We are contracting with 
a new producer to supply 
different types of cameras 
and other equipment, a new 
processing plant and equip­ 
ment in Sacramento, and 
modified distribution and in­ 
ventory systems," Bright 
said.

"The change-over would 
normally require about six 
weeks or two months to' be 
accomplished effective­ 
ly. Negotiations with the 
supplier whose contract ex­ 
pires Sunday including liti­ 
gation relative to the award­
