Demands Would Add 
15-Cents to Tax Bill,
Declare Councilmen
A committee of North 

Torrance residents last 
night, submitted petitions 
bearing 1500 signatures to 
the city council demand­ 
ing that the municipal 
bus lines overhaul exist­ 
ing services and conduct 
surveys aimed at increas­ 
ing present public trans­ 
portation services.

Petitions, which were 
turned over to the city 
clerk by Margaret Clark, 
chairman of the group, 
called for a ten-point pro­ 
gram aimed at refurbish­ 
ing the sagging city lines 
and providing bettor pub­ 
lic transportation for the 
community.

Proponents of the meas­ 
ure indicated that the lines 
could be better managed 
by a committee or com­ 
mission composed of suc­ 
cessful local businessmen, 
although confidence was 
expressed in the abilities 
of Superintendent Mar­ 
shall Chamberlain.

Herma Tillum, another

spokesman for the group,
felt that "pressures" on 
the superintendent's ad­ 
ministration of the bus 
lines were responsible, in 
part, for the cutback in 
service.

EXCEPTION
At this point members 

of the city council took 
exception to the approach 
of the group and it was 
pointed out by Mayor Al­ 
bert Isen that the .correct 
procedure would be for 
organization to try to 
work out problems with 
the city's bus commission 
and the Chamber of Com­ 
merce's t r a n s p o r t a- 
t ion c o m m i t tee before 
coming to the council.

Councilman Jay Beas- 
ley, who serves as chair­ 
man of the bus commit­ 
tee, said that, as the at­ 
tack was aimed directly 
at him, he would step 
down from his chairman­ 
ship while the issue was 
being studied by the com­ 
mission. t

"This group has expres­

sed confidence in the ad-^ 
ministration of Chamber­ 
lain," he said, "and I can 
say right now that the 
commission nor the 
council has ever vetoed 
any suggestion that h« has 
made toward improving 
service on the line."

Councilman George 
Bradford queried repre­ 
sentatives of the organi- 
7ation concerning allegedW 
"pressures" brought to 
bear on the bus superin­ 
tendent and then pointed 
out that the comparisons 
drawn between the city's 
lines and the municipal 
bus service in Santa Mon­ 
ica were unfair because 
of the different natures of 
the two communities.

Beasley pointed out thalfr 
Torrance is a city of di­ 
versified population with - 
scattered shopping cen­ 
ters and that the recom­ 
mendations of the commit­ 
tee would add about 1"> 
cents to thye city's tax bill.

Entire matter was 
turned over to the bus 
committee for study.
