SPORTS CAREER

Steve Ellis began with
television station KTTV,
channel 11, March 27 of
this year. He has a nightly
sports program on KTTV
from 10:20 to 10:30, or be-
tween George 'Putnam and
Paul Coates. He says that
he announces between
Babe Ruth and Lou Gerhig
and jokingly states that
the audience is there, all
he has to do is hold them.

Now 42, Ellis has been
announcing for 20 years.
Most of his career was
spent in New York City.
While attending St. John
University Law School, El-
lis got his first break into
the sports world during
7 % G %% 1941 by auditioning for an
announcing spot. With his exceptional talent, love for
gports, and luck which goes with it, Ellis got the job.

Our subject announced the major league New York
Giants’ games for five years in the early ’'50's. He an-
nounced the Wednesday night fights on television and
radio for:seven years, which required traveling from
coast to coast. During this time he broadcast 40 World
Championship fights—three Joe Louis, five Sugar Ray
Robinson, and several Rocky Marciano. He also covered
the Columbia University football games for six years,

Over the 20 years, Steve has announced golf, basket-
ball, tennis, football, baseball and now bowling—all of
the major sports. Ellis won an award in 1958-—The Talent
Digest TV Sportscasting Award of the Country. He won
it for being the most versatile sportscaster.

After the New York Giants left to relocate in San
Francisco, Steve went to Miami, Florida, where he broad-
cast his own bowling show every Saturday night for two
years,

" His greatest thrill was broadeasting a top bowling
match between Eddie Lubanski and Billy Welu, Eddie
bowled two perfect 300 games back to back to beat out
Welu. It was just an exhibition match, unsanctioned, but
it was still a great thrill.
