village, the child of a peasant woman. He grew up in 
another village. He worked in a carpenter shop until 
he was 30, and then for three years he was an itiner­ 
ant preacher.

He never wrote a book. He never held an office. 
He never owned a home. He never had a family. He 
never traveled 200 miles from the place where he was 
born.

He never did one of the things that usually ac- 
 ompany greatness. He hal no credentials but himself.

While he was still a young man, the tide of public 
opinion turned against him. His friends ran away. He 
was turned over to his enemies. He went through the 
mockery of a trial. He was nailed to a cross between 
two thieves.

While he was dying, his executioners gambled for 
the only piece of property he had on earth, and that 
was his coat. When he was dead, he was laid in a bor- - 
rowed grave through the pity of a friend.

Nineteen wide centuries have come and gone, and 
today He is the central figure of the human race and 
the Leader of the column of progress.

I am far within the mark when I say all the 
armies that ever marched, and all the navies that 
were ever built and all the parliaments that ever sat 
and all the kings that ever reigned put together have 
not affected the life of man on this earth as has that 
One Solitary Life.

Employee Earnings Up, 
Reports (al. Director

Gross weekly earnings of 
Los Angeles manufacturing 
production workers hit an 
all-time high for two months, 
John F. Henning, California 
Director of Industrial Re­ 
lations, reported today.

Henning stated that the 
buying power of these earn­ 
ings after allowing for Fed­ 
eral and State taxes and for 
the rise in consumer prices 
  was also at a record level.

The average factory work­ 
er earned $109.62 weekly 
this October compared with 
$104.66 per week in Octo­ 
ber 1960, a 4.7 percent in­

crease over the year. The 
purchasing power of his net 
spendable earning increased 
3.4 percent from October a 
year ago.

Henning also announced 
that average hourly earnings 
of factory workers remained 
at the record level of $2.70, 
and represented a 9-cent 
gain from October 1960.

The average workweek 
in manufacturing rose to 
40.6 hours in October. This 
was one-half hour longer 
than in October 1960 and the 
longest workweek since Au­ 
gust 1959.

Campaign Launched Here

"Local government will 
auffer, and the average tax­ 
payer will bear an increased 
share of the local tax bur­ 
den if a new tax relief pro­ 
posal is passed in the next 
election," said Richard Ne- 
vins, Southern California 
Member of the State Board 
of Equalization, speaking at 
the American Legion Lunch­ 
eon Club Wednesday, De­ 
cember 5, In opposing Pro­ 
position 4.

"No special tax relief 
should be given persons who 
have enjoyed great increase 
in land values," he said, 
"even farmers."

Nevins continued, "Pro­ 
position 4 would give tax 
relief on land used for farm­ 
ing near growing cities by 
valuing it as agricultural 
land instead of what it 
would bring on tht current 
market.

"F a r m e r   and ether 
froups supporting this meas­ 
ure are unwittingly estab­ 
lishing a pattern of special 
property tax assessments 
which will determine local 
government," Nevins stated.

•BAD LEGISLATION'
"California property tax 

law until I960 was free of 
provisions which result in 
inequitable assessments. Pro­ 
position 6, giving special 
treatment to golf courses, 
was the bfr ; ''"'"" of this

bad legislation.
"Voters should not forget 

that all other taxable land 
in California is valued on 
the basis of Its market 
value," Nevins said.

He concluded, "The-Fed­ 
eral income tax laws make 
it possible for the farmer to 
transfer the proceeds of land 
sales to other farm lands 
without loss to himself. Lo­ 
cal government can ill af­ 
ford to provide services in 
new growth areas as it is. 
Special low assesments on 
large blocks of farm land 
held off the market would 
make this situation worse."

Proposition 4 is the num­ 
ber given by the Secretary 
of State to Assemblyman 
Paul Lunardi'g Constitution­ 
al Amendment ACA 4, pass­ 
ed by both houses in the 
1961 General Session 
Legislature.

This might be called the 
era of punctured complacen­ 
cy.

We are a nation of opti­ 
mists. But our front pages, 
with stories on the Berlin 
crisis, Sputniks, juvenile de­ 
linquency, org- '^ : 7,ed crime, 
violence on t< ision, sug­ 
gest perhaps v ..  haven't as 
much reason to he satisfied 
with ourselves as we seem 
to think.

Even in medicine, there 
are signs we are taking it 
easy much too soon. Despite 
striking advances, there are 
vast areas of disease and ill­ 
ness merely to be controlled, 
much less rtonquered.

In the last couple of 
weeks, residents of this area 
may have received their 
Christmas Seal letter in the 
mail. For over 50 years, 
Christmas Seals have led the 
crusade against tuberculosis. 
Perhaps because the fight 
has been going on for so 
long, and because medical 
science has made much pro­ 
gress in this field, the ten­ 
dency is to dismiss this fight 
as already won.

NEW CASES
Unfortunately, statistics 

tell another story. Last year, 
there were over 55,000 new 
cases reported in the United 
States, which makes TB the 
number one infectious di­ 
sease. Also last year, over 
11,000 persons lost their lives 
to this disease. Looking at 
it another way, every seven 
minutes, a new case of TB 
is found in the United 
States; every 50 minutes, 
someone dies of this disease. 
In Los Angeles County 
alone, more than 2,000 new 

cases were reported last 
ear.
And now, researchers re­ 

port a frightening new de­ 
velopment among the tiny 
organisms which cause tu­ 
berculosis. Much in the way 
flies developed a resistence 
to DDT, strains of TB bacil-l

li are developing a resist­ 
ance to the drugs which 
only a few years ago, prom 
ised to wipe out tuberculosis 
as a major health problem 
Furthermore, the number o 
new cases which turn up 
with this drug - resistan 
strain of TB is increasing.

Much has been done in 
this crusade, but much stil 
remains to be done. This is 
a splendid traditional cause 
one which deserves all sup 
port during this holiday sea 
son.

30,000 New 
Demos Register

Don Rose, chairman of the 
Los Angeles County Demo 
cratic Central Committee 
today hailed the latest vote* 
registration figures reporter 
in Los Angeles County as "a 
dramatic and significant 
gain for the Democratic 
party here during 1961.

"The citizens of Los An­ 
geles County, "Rose said 
"who have registered anc 
become qualified to vote be­ 
tween January of this year 
to December 1, 1961, have 
registered 3 to 1 over the 
Republicans registered in 
the same period.

"The Gallup Polls have 
told us* of President Ken­ 
nedy's popularity with the 
voters across the nation. By 
their own considered action 
the newly registered voters 
of Los Angeles County have 
now reaffirmed their ap­ 
proval of the Kennedy and 
Brown administrations."
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The civilian population of 
the United States is as un­ 
prepared for the danger of 
nuclear fallout or nuclear 
war as the Armed Forces 
were on December 7, 1941 at 
Pearl llarbor, Supervisor 
Kenneth Hahn believes.

Every day that there is a 
delay in building adequate 
community fallout and blast 
shelters for the population 
might mean needless loss of 
human lives in case of an­ 
other war. It is too bad that 
w«» do not learn from history 
and that a feeling of uncer­ 
tainty, fear, and lack of lead­ 
ership in the field of defense 
of our civilian population 
exists in the United States 
today, Hahn added.

FALLING BEHIND
After returning from Eu­ 

rope, it is clear that we are 
behind in providing for civil­ 
ian defense. As a notatble 
' xample, the country of Swe- 
len has blast and fallout 

shelters for the people of 
Sweden, especially in big 
cities like Stockholm, and 
every school in Sweden has 
fallout shelters for the chil­ 
dren, built on school grounds 
and used now as auxiliary 
classrooms. All major new 
construction of buildings, 
apartment houses and indus­ 
tries have fallout shelter* 
for the people who live and 
work there.

Hahn states that America

should pray and work for 
peace, but as long as Khrus- 
chev and the leaders of the 
Kremlin continue their in­ 
ternational conflicts and the 
threat against peace re­ 
mains, we must be prepared 
for war and its conse­ 
quences.

Reinvestment of 
California Funds 
Brings Returns

Substantial revenues for 
the State from sources other 
than the taxpayers' pocket 
are being realized by the 
present State administration, 
State Controller Alan Cran­ 
ston declared in a speech 
last week.

Cranston cited the work of 
the Pooled Money Invest­ 
ment Board, which he said 
has raised approximately 
$65 million in the past thi'ee 
years through the invest­ 
ment of State funds not 
needed for immediate use.

"Only a few years ago, a 
scandalous situation was 
brought to light when it was 
diselosed that the State had 
more than $100 million ly­ 
ing idle in checking accounts 
in banks, not drawing a 
cent of interest," he said. 
"Today we are doing all we

for an awful lot this year; 
perhaps more than even you 
can give, but this is not a 
selfish request, I'm sure 
vou'll do your best to ful­ 
fill it.
