Board Passes County Building Preliminaries
Supervisor Burton W. j 

Chare this week announced 
approval of preliminary 
plans for the addition of two 
new wings to the Santa 
Monica County Building.

Cost of the new addition 
which has been coordinated 
with proposed improvements 
by the city of Santa Monica 
is estimated at $2.498,850.

The new wings will add 
about 94.795 sqhare feet to 
the existing building. The 
two-story north wing, 33.845 
square feet .will house a 
five-unit district, office for 
the Probation Department', 
offices, test and interview 
rooms for the Civil Service 
Commission, suite of offices 
for the district attorney and 
the public defender, judges' 
assembly and conference 
rooms, waiting and hearing 
rooms for the Juvenile Traf­ 
fic Division of the Superior 
Courts, a branch office for 
the Fourth Supervisorial 
District and accessory con­ 
ference rooms.

The south wing. (J0,950 
square feet, will house the 
county <;lerk !s suite, six new 
superior courts with adja­ 
cent jury rooms and judges' 
chambers, a juvenile hearing 
room and a commissioner's 
hearing room, each with ad­ 
jacent chambers and waiting 
room, attorney's conference 
rooms, two elevators and 
many other rooms and offi­ 
ces.

The p e n t h o u s e will in­ 
clude an employee's lunch 
room with space for a kitch­ 
en concession, a judges' din­ 
ing room* and employees' 
lounge and exterior deck. 
The basement will contain

storage and locker rooms.
Also, included in the plans 

is the alteration and air-con­ 
ditioning of the existing 
building.
