Flower Show.

The dome, a semi-spheri­ 
cal structure, is not restric­

ted to use as a "greenhouse," 
but can be used as a patio 
cover, lathe house, pool cov­ 
er and for numerous other 
uses.

Howell states that the in­ 
spiration he received to 
"push the idea through" 
came from El Camino Col­ 
lege industrial design in­ 
structor Robert Niece. Yet 
Howell, himself, has prob­ 
ably been the mairr reason 
for his success, for he has 
been described by El Camino 
faculty member Arthur Bel- 
cal as "brilliant, with drive."

Howell is presently at­ 
tending Long Beach State 
College part time with most 
of his time spent on ar­ 
ranging showings of the ge­ 
odesic dome; he is planning 
to re-enter college full-time 
either next semester or next 
fall.
