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Court Action Appro ved for 
Parents of Young Vandals

An action okayed by the School 
Board at last week's meeting has gained 
widespread approval and support from 
Torrance parents, PTA members and 
taxpayers.

Vandalism In schools, directly trace­ 
able to children, henceforth will be bill­ 
ed to the parents. If the parents fail to 
make the payments the board has 
okayed legal action to recover damages.

The Torrance Press has long felt 
that it Is unfair that all taxpayers 
ihould be forced to pay the bills for the 
unruly few. We remember this as one 
of the campaign promises of the four 
new members of the board and have 
been looking forward to the day when 
parents of undisciplined children would 
be forced to pick up the tab for their 
destructive talents.

In quarterly vandalism reports sub­ 
mitted to the board it was learned that 
24 of the city's 36 schools reported no 
vandalism.

DAMAGED SCHOOLS
There were, however, entries of 

damages at Anza, Arlington, Fern-

Greenwood, Flavian, Hillside, Madison, 
Meadow Park, Seaside, Victor, Yukon 
and Torrance elementary schools, as 
well as South High School, Damage, 
consisting of broken windows, bent fire 
extinguishers, shattered electrical out­ 
let covers and food and ink spread 
about walls and floors, cost the district 
$139.60. Items stolen from the schools, 
including typewriters, wood chisels, 
flash lights, food and small amounts of 
change, amounted to $1,536 over the 
three month period.

Majority of parents billed paid up 
w-ithout protest. However, several par­ 
ents who refused to pay will be hailed 
into court for recovery of the loss.

An average of $6,000 per year paid 
out for repairing or replacing needed 
equipment would pay the salary of a 
teacher, would completely furnish a 
home economics room or shop, or pro­ 
vide a great deal of athletic equipment.

There is no reason why anyone other 
than the responsible parents of the chil­ 
dren should be forced to pay these bills.

Veterans Can Use 
Insurance Refund 
For Premiums

More than a million veter­ 
ans who hold GI life insur­ 
ance policies are using their 
regular dividends to guard 
against loss of their insur­ 
ance, Mort Webster, man­ 
ager of VA's Southern Cali­ 
fornia Regional Office, said 
this week.

The VA recently an­ 
nounced that more than 
$240 million In dividends 
would be paid during 1D(>2 
to over 4.7 million veterans 
and servicemen who hold 
participating GI Insurance.

If they wish, GI policy- 
holders may have these an­ 
nual dividends held with 
interest by the agency as 
a credit to meet monthly 
premiums should the poli- 
cyholders fail to pay them 
before the end of the 31- 
day grace period.

These dividends are sub­ 
ject to withdrawal by th? 
policyholder on request, 
Webster said.

A policyholder who wish­ 
es to join those veterans 
who leave their dividends 
on deposit with VA for this 
purpose should write to the 
VA office which serves his 
policy, making sure to in­ 
clude his insurance number.
