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Torrance Ryan Plant Is Major Producer 
Of 'Doppler Effect' Navigational Aids

program was announced recently by 
company officials.

"More than 25 different 
types of Army and Navy air­ 
craft and helicopters have 
heen equipped with Ryan 
Electronics Doppler naviga­ 
tion units," officials at the 
Jlyan facility on West JjOmi- 
ta Blvd., Torrajice said this 
week. Some British aircraft 
along with airplanes belong­ 
ing to the NATO alliance 
countries have also been 
equipped with the naviga­ 
tion devices. Other systems 
have heen sold to military 
units in Australia and Japan.

Significantly one half of 
last year's $89 million total 
business volume at the Ryan 
Aeronautical Company is 
now accounted for by pro­ 
duction of Ryan P^lectronics 
navigation systems at the 
Torrance plant. In past years 
electronics work for the vet­ 
eran aircraft company ac­ 
counted for approximately 5 
percent of annual volume, 
but with the demonstrated 
success of Ryan's Doppler 
radar navigation equipment 
and the award of major con­ 
tracts, the total volume rose 
to approximately 30 percent 
in fiscal 10RO and r>0 percent 
in the year ended October 
31. 1961.

The Ryan systems manu­ 
factured at Torrance are de­ 
signed and developed at 
Ryan Electronics' engineer­ 
ing and marketing facility at 
Kearny facility at Kearny 
Mesa in San Diego.

At Torrance, a well-

planned and Implemented 
combination of proficient 
personnel, obtained from the 
Torrance area, modern ad­ 
vanced production facilities, 
and a carefully integrated 
organization has achieved 
and maintained Ryan's pro­ 
minence in the field of Dop­ 
pler navigation. 

The Torrance facility com­

prises an area of nearly 300,- 
000 square feet, with a to­ 
tal plant force currently 
standing at (>50. Ryan offi­ 
cials called Torrance as an 
excellent location for an 
electronics manufactur­ 
ing facility, pointing to the 
area's execellent skilled la­ 
bor market, as a strong fac­ 
tor i n s u ring Ryan's con­ 
tinued interest in the area.

One of the new improve­ 
ments of the traffic depart­ 
ment is the radar cav.
