The California Highway
Patrol is stepping up its ef-
forts to reduce auto thefts
and to increase recovery of
stolen cars, Patrol Commis-
sioner Bradford M. Critten-
den said this week.

“The California
ment of Justice's
ghow that more than 50,000
vehicles were stolen in Cali-
fornia during each of the
past two years,” Crittenden
gaid, “These thefts cost the
people of California more
than any other form of
erime. Our goal is to help
reduce this loss to our mot-
orists.”

Special training of all pa-
trol traffie officers is un-
der way to increase their
efficiency in recognizing sto-
len cars, and in conducting
investigations in cases where
the officers suspect a car has
been stolen. This training is
designed to speed the re-
covery of stolen cars as well
as to apprehend the thieves.
Representatives of the Na-
tional Auto Theft Bureau
are assisting the patrol in
conducting the training pro-
grani

Supporting the enforce-
ment will be a public educa-
tion program designed to
help motorists protect their
vehicles from theft,

“The auto theft problem is
not merely a police problem,
it is one in which every car
owner has a stake,” Critten-
den said.
