Advice Offered
To Boat Drivers

In an outboard boat ' the
same thing is possible, by
shifting passengers from one
gseat to another, The knack
of changing trim to meet
various conditions is one of
the keystones of outhoard
seamanship.

This is the reason why
many outboard bhoats have
enough seats to hold seven
or eight persons, when three
or four appear to be a nor-
mal load, The exira space is
to provide possibility for cor
rect trim,

DIFFERENT SITUATIONS

Each boat, motor and load
combination poses a differ
ent trim gituation, the Mer-
cury boatingauthorities
point out. Outboarders
should observe effects of var-
ious loads and load distribu-
tion on their own craft, ex-
periment by shifting one
person at a time slightly for-
ward or aft to note whether
such change has a good ef-
feet on speed, comfort and
handling qualities.
