On Dec. 1, thousands of 
Cubs, Scouts and Explorers 
will mobilize for the 12th 
year for one of the greatest 
organized Good Turns in 
America.

A week prior to Good 
Turn Day, each Cub, Scout 
and Explorer who partici­ 
pates will deliver six to 12 
large paper sacks to homes 
in his neighborhood.

They tell the house holder 
about Good Turn Day and 
ask them to help provide 
employment for the handi­ 
capped by filling the bag 
with reparable clothing.

A promise is made to re­ 
turn the morning of Good 
Turn Day, and pick up the 
sacks with their contests.

Scouts take the clothing 
to a central unit location 
where it is picked up by 
trucks from four agencies 
serving handicapped people.

Receiving the Good Turn 
are the Salvation Army, 
Goodwill Industries, St. Vin­ 
cent de Paul Society and the 
Volunteers of America.

They gather and divide 
the articles, and repairing 
them keeps handicapped 
people busy earning wages 
during the winter.

The tangible benefits of 
Good Turn Day are the near­ 
ly three million pounds of 
clothing that have been col­ 
lected during the past 11 
vears.
