The Isolette is used for 
many purposes in the care 
of newborns. including the 
supply of additional warm­ 
th, and atmosphere of con­ 
trolled moisture content, 
providing additional oxygen 
when necessory, and isolat­ 
ing the baby from exposure 
to other individuals.

Mother Patricia thanked 
the auxiliary for their ef­ 
forts in helping develop the. 
hospital's outstanding obste­ 
trical department. The Iso­ 
lette is valued at approxi­ 
mately eleven hundred dol.
